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From Your Pastor...  
In worship on Sunday, Nov. 13 

we will all have the opportunity to 
make a PLAN for being generous in 
the coming year.  You will be invit-
ed to complete an Estimate of Giv-
ing card with your plan for giving 
in 2017.  
Several years ago Kristi and I 

changed the way we planned and 
paid our bills.  Twice a month a set 
amount gets transferred into our 
ñBill-Payingò account.  Now, most 
of our bills get paid auto-
matically from that ac-
count. 
It all happens because 

we made a plan and a sys-
tem to carry out the plan.  
Most of us agree, having a plan 

is a good way to ensure that these 
important things happen.  We make 
plans for:  retirement, house pay-
ments, car payments, insurance, 
household expenses and more. 
As people of faith, having a plan 

is an important way to ensure that 
our giving practices become a regu-
lar and consistent part of our faith 
practice.  We are able to be more 
generous if we PLAN to be more 
generous. 
In our household, our regular 

monthly giving to the church is 
written into the plan.  Our tithe is 
first on the list, reminding us to be 
generous all the time, every time.  
If we put off giving until the last 

thing, then you can be sure that we 
would be giving much less.  If eve-
rything else came first, at the end of 

the month we would look to see 
what was left and we would give 
out of our ñleft-oversò.  We would 
just be throwing in the crumbs after 
we had feasted on the best part of 
the meal. 
By making generosity part of 

your plan, putting it at the top of 
your list, generous giving is never 
just an afterthought.  It holds a cen-
tral place in how you use the gifts 
that God has entrusted to your care. 

Those who study giving 
practices have found that 
people who make a plan 
to be generous and make 
a written statement of that 
plan, give twice as much 

as those who do not.  People do not 
just stumble into generosity.  Peo-
ple are more generous when they 
make a plan to be generous. 
Your plan for generosity is an 

important faith practice.  It means 
that every week or every month you 
have this reminder that God has 
provided you with enough.  You 
have this reminder to see beyond 
yourself, see beyond your own 
wants and desires, and to be joined 
to what Christ is doing in the world.   
Please, make your plan to grow 

in generosity, to grow in giving.  It 
is important for each one of us as 
we grow in faith.
